 The students have been working hard in their 

guided reading groups.  Beginning next week we will start 

literacy circles; students will be able to choose their own 

book from a selection I present.  Students will have a daily 

òjobó in the circle.  Literacy circles are an exciting way to 

practice reading skills and students assume more responsi-

bility for their reading.  Students will have a daily assign-

ment sheetñI encourage parents to help their child, espe-

cially in this first few weeks as we learn how to function in 

literacy circles. 

 Math is a review of material that we didnõt get to 

spend much time on prior to testing.  Students have been 

working on problem solving the past two weeks.  We will 

begin multiplying by two digits and dividing by two digits 

in the next week.  We will test on these topics every Friday 

but these will not appear on the grade card as they are 

fourth grade standards.  This exposes the students to con-

cepts they will see in fourth grade and research shows that 

students are more successful 

when they are òpreexposedó to 

math concepts.  Please keep 

working on those multiplica-

tion tables.  Even if your child 

has passed all their timed tests 

daily review helps those facts 

become òautomaticó in their 

brain. 

In my absence students have 

been working on their Ameri-

can Symbols unit in Social 

Studies - as soon as we finish 

the book we will begin our unit 

for Mini -Society.

One benefit of using your news-

letter as a promotional tool is 

that you can reuse content from 

other marketing materials, such 

as press releases, market stud-

ies, and reports. 

While your main goal of dis-

tributing a newsletter might be 

to sell your product or service, 

the key to a successful newslet-

ter is making it useful to your 

readers. 

A great way to add useful con-

tent to your newsletter is to 

develop and write your own 

articles, or include a calendar of 

upcoming events or a special 

offer that promotes a new prod-

uct. 

You can also research articles 

or find òfilleró articles by ac-

cessing the World Wide Web. 

You can write about a variety 

of topics but try to keep your 

articles short. 

Much of the content you put in 

your newsletter can also be 

used for your Web site. Micro-

soft Publisher offers a simple 

way to convert your newsletter 

to a Web publication. So, when 

youõre finished writing your 

newsletter, convert it to a Web 

site and post it.

If your newsletter is folded and 

mailed, this story will appear 

on the back. So, itõs a good idea 

to make it easy to read at a 

glance. 

A question and answer session 

is a good way to quickly cap-

ture the attention of readers. 

You can either compile ques-

tions that youõve received since 

the last edition or you can sum-

marize some generic questions 

that are frequently asked about 

your organization. 

A listing of names and titles of 

managers in your organization 

is a good way to give your 

good place to insert a clip art 

image or some other graphic.
